April Meeting 
At our April 20th meeting, Andrea brought her horse trailer and we went through the following checklist of items that Tom King  

(King Service) put together to help us conduct our routine trailer maintenance:  

 

TRAILER INSPECTION  

Always check your tire pressure. You donôt have to buy an expensive tire gauge, but the better the gauge the more accurate the 

pressure will be. Make sure your tires are not dry cracked. If tires are bad have them replaced.  

Once a year, you should have your mechanic check your wheel bearings, they need to be greased or may need to be replaced. 

Some trailer brakes have shoes and while wheels are off the mechanic should inspect them.  

Grease your hinges on all doors.  

Grease your handle that turns your wheel down to unhook your trailer.  

Pull all the mats out of your trailer and rinse out droppingsðat that time you should check all boards on the floor of the trailer 

for rot. Replace any boards that have started to rot. Some members with aluminum floors in their trailers recommended putting 

baking soda down under your mats to protect the aluminum from urine.  

If you need a trailer towing service, USRider is a good service that many of our members are enrolled in. Itôs an annual member-

ship of about $100 but they will come out to tow you and/or your horse trailer if you need them and seem to be fast and reliable.

Remember trailer safety is most important so stay on top of it and be safe! 

Camp Flying Eagle Poker Ride and Camp Out 
The Poker Ride, Obstacle course & Camp Out at Camp Flying Eagle was a much anticipated event for many. It had been postponed from February 

or March, but it worked out well because the April weather was absolutely beautiful.  

And so was Camp Flying Eagle. Nestled among shady oaks with well established trails, it was a great maze for a poker run. Everyone was in good 

spirits and helpful. The volunteer staff were amazing. Just a great group of people. They had a tent set up at the entrance to expedite sign ups and it 

left no room for confusion on where to go or what to do. Almost all of the trails were canopy and most were very well traveled.  

Peg and I didnôt camp overnight, though after going I wish that we had. It was a three day event, but we were only there on Saturday for the poker 

run and obstacle course. It was so very nice out there. We saw a few horse drawn carts on the trail and many many riders. The campground looked 

pretty full as well. They had a big dining room and facilities for shower and restroom, an outdoor stage, several picnic areas (which is where most 

of the poker chips were stationed throughout the camp). There was even an amphitheater! The chips were just easy enough to find that you didnôt 

get frustrated, but hidden deep enough in the areas that you had to ride the whole camp to find them. In the center of the camp, they had an obstacle 

course set up. The obstacle course was not graded so it was basically a practice course consisting of some ride through obstacles such as shower 

curtains, a tarp lined with posts, some poles to side pass and even a graveyard with fake headstones to ride through.  

We saw some familiar faces such as Linda Nash and met some new friends, Jesus and Provi Garcia who have now been herded back into the My-

akka River Riderôs corral! The best testimony for the day is that everywhere you rode, you heard laughter. People were just having a fabulous time.
